1. Horizon Europe

Horizon Europe offers various calls for proposals focusing on research and innovation, open to Ukrainian
municipalities. These calls cover areas such as climate, energy, and mobility.

Deadline: Deadlines vary; some are as early as February 4, 2025, while others extend into April 2025.

2. International Climate Initiative (IKI) Small Grants

The IKI Small Grants program supports projects addressing climate change and biodiversity conservation.
Eligible entities, including municipalities, can apply for funding ranging from €60,000 to €200,000.Supporting
the objectives of Ukraine’s Peace Formula and Canada’s Women, Peace and Security agenda

3. Sl Creative Partnerships Programme:
